Sefton Water Centre is built on a brownfield site at the edge 
of Crosby Marine Lake, the recently completed building replaces 
an existing 1960’s building which had fallen into a serious state of 
dilapidation. It had become economically unviable due to its age 
and lack of facilities. 

The new centre provides a wide range of facilities to ensure the 
lake can be used more extensively. These new facilities include 
classrooms, changing facilities, bar, cafe, gym and 14 hotel style 
bedrooms enabling the facility to provide short day and longer 
term residential courses to school and private groups, function 
and conference facilities in a picturesque coastal location.

Particular emphasis is given to the inclusion of the disabled user 
with an ethos of optimum not minimum adopted for providing 
facilities which include rather than exclude. This extends not just 
to the building user but also to the staff areas.

As part of the overall scheme one of the existing jetties was 
demolished and a new jetty constructed. The new floating 
structure provides winches and handrails to make it easier for 
disabled users to access the lake.

The building was also designed using green principals to achieve 
a BREEAM rating of very good. This required thoughtful design in 
all areas, construction techniques, material choices including 
cedar cladding and natural stone, natural ventilation, low water 
sanitary ware, super insulation and a biomass boiler. 

The main external feature is a rear landscaped garden contained 
within gabion walls which blends seamlessly into an extensive 
green roof and large decked area. The green roof buries the 
building (at the rear) up to first floor level so that blocks 1 and 2 
are hidden and only the upper floor of block 3 can be seen. It also 
serves a number of other purposes including providing a pleasant 
place to relax, increasing biodiversity by providing wildlife habitats 
and reducing surface water runoff from the site.

Final interior fitouts will take place in the next few months 
including bar and reception areas. With the building expected to 
open in late summer 2009.

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Golf Clubhouses

West Lancashire

The site is directly adjacent to Liverpool Bay and as such the exposed position had 
resulted in the existing 1960’s building becoming tired and in need of repair and 
modernisation. The Club, being one of the oldest in England (and due to host the 
Amateur Championships 2009) commissioned the extensive refurbishment / enhance-
ment and expansion of its Clubhouse facilities – the main part of the brief was that the 
new building envelope must be robust and require minimal maintenance. 

This complicated but highly effective £1.2m refurbishment was completed within 28 
weeks and included new elevational treatment, an impressive golfers’ reception 
clearly signaling the entrance on arrival, landscaping works and enhanced bar, 
dining, lounge, washroom and catering facilities. Modern materials with uncompli-
cated lines and simple detailing have resulted in a clean functional but attractive 
appearance to visitors and members, which complements the surrounding area.

Royal LIverpool Hoylake

Hosts to the 2006 Open Championships, the original club house has 
been extended and extensively refurbished to enhance the existing 
bar, dining and changing facilities and to provide a new golfers’ 
reception opening into the new professional’s shop.   

Security and access throughout the building have also been 
improved.

Royal Birkdale

Hosts to the 2008 Open Championship, the clubhouse alterations new pro shop and golfers’ reception 
were completed on site in April 2007. The extended clubhouse was carried out in Art Deco style to arrest 
the changes over the years that had moved away from its routes.

The servicing of the club was radically altered to segregate it from members activites as well as providing 
a new shop with interior teaching facilities. The golfers’ reception improves the whole golfing experience 
as well as security.The car park was levelled and installed with mains services to cope with major 
tournaments.
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
