Profile
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The Yew Tree Centre



The Yew Tree Centre is a development in a deprived area
of east Liverpool provides accommodation for a number of
different organisations with the aim of giving an holistic
approach to Health Care and early years education

The centre houses two doctors practices along with office
accommodation for Liverpool Primary Care Trust and a
Surestart. The facility has a single point of entry and one
reception area allowing facilities to be shared to reduce
overheads.

A separate building on the same site houses a Nursery and
Childrens Centre. The plan comprises five classrooms and
dining area arranged around a central piazza play space. The
model for this is the Regio Amelia approach pioneered in Italy
which aims to maximise childrens development through the
quality of their environment.

The buildings have been well received by staff and residents
alike, and is already proving to be a success.

Nursery Health Centre and Surestart
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Godwyn House

The scheme provides an extension to Godwyn House as well
as linking a number of other buildings together to form a larger
pre-prep school.

All circulation is housed within the new block as well as a
school hall/drama space on the ground floor, two classrooms
on the first floor and staff facilities on the second floor. Indepen-
dently accessed there is also the school shop.

All classroom spaces are well lit by natural light and have open
views across the school playing fields.

An essential part of the new layout was the need to improve

security by the provision of one controlled entrance, externally
the play spaces have also been discreetly fenced,

Works involved improvements to site circulation and security and
alterations to support accommodation in the school buildings.
The practice developed and implemented the proposals in close
co-operation with the school Head-teacher and representatives
from the Parents Association overseeing the process from
inception to hand over.

Sports Hall

The sports facilities at the school have been greatly enhanced by the
addition of a purpose built sports hall and gym, along with a floodlit all
weather pitch to Hockey Federation standards.

The sports hall is large enough to provide two full size tennis courts to
Indoor Tennis Initiative standards, or be subdivided to form two five a
side football pitches, or four badminton courts.

The sports hall is managed and run by an independent sports and
leisure company with the school having full access during school hours.
Consequently there are school as well as club changing rooms and a
large first floor fitness suite.

It is intended that a future phase will add an indoor pool.

Footbridge

The school’s campus is divided by North Mossley Hill Road which with
increasing traffic has become a serious safety issue for the school.

We designed and supervised the construction of a new footbridge to
remove the problem completely.

The bridge has been sensitively designed and positioned to avoid as
many of the protected trees as possible and be acceptable in a
conservation area.

The practice received a Civic Trust Award for the bridge, which was
manufactured off site and erected whilst the road was closed for half a
day.

screens to provide low cost additional accommodation for a new
library and resources room. The etched names flowing along the
glass infill are old school houses.

he school, in conjunction with the Archdiocese of Liverpool,
embarked on an ambitious development to address the issues of
operating on a split site, poor and deteriorating condition of the
building fabric, high running costs, declining pupil numbers and
lack of community facilities for the parish.

The scheme, as illustrated, was devised to address these issues
n a two phase basis which allowed the continuing operation of
the infant and junior schools with minimum disruption.

The first phase included the creation of a new infant school with
new support and admin facilities together with a new community
hall which would serve as assembly and dining for the whole
school.

This facility could be used separately from the school and
included a link from the parish church.

The second phase would see the creation of further teaching
space to accommodate the junior school, following which the

demolition of the junior school would take place allowing the
completion of parking and secure external playspaces.
