Royal Birkdale Golf Club

After winning a bid to host the Open Championship in 2008, the 
Committee of the Royal Birkdale Golf Club decided the Club 
needed a major overhaul to improve and expand the services it 
could provide for both members and guests.

This involved the demolition of the existing pro-shop, and the 
construction of a new one which included space for indoor tutorial 
sessions.

The existing male changing and locker rooms were refurbished 
and expanded.

The kitchen was re-designed and expanded to enable catering for 
larger and more complex functions.

The internal plan was also modified to ensure full separation 
between recreation and service/staff areas. Accessibility was also 
improved with a new disabled w.c. ensuring the club was 
compliant with current legislation.

A new golfer’s reception was also created with ample space for 
trollies and easy access to the course.

Externally, the car park was re-graded to eliminate the need for 
split levels.

New service points were also introduced with capped drainage 
and mains outlets for water and power.  This enables additional 
temporary accommodation to be brought in for large tournaments 
and functions, with which the existing clubhouse would not be 
able to cope.

The site is directly adjacent to Liverpool Bay and as such the 
exposed position had resulted in the existing 1960’s building 
becoming tired and in need of repair and modernisation. 

The Club is one of the oldest in England and due to host the 
Amateur Championships in 2009. Making it essential to 
commission the extensive refurbishment / enhancement and 
expansion of its Clubhouse facilities – the main part of the brief 
was that the new building envelope must be robust and require 
minimal maintenance. 

This complicated but highly effective £1.2m refurbishment was 
completed within 28 weeks and included new elevational 
treatment, an impressive golfers’ reception clearly signaling the 
entrance on arrival, landscaping works and enhanced bar, dining, 
lounge, washroom and catering facilities. 

Modern materials with uncomplicated lines and simple detailing 
have resulted in a clean functional but attractive appearance 
whilst also complementing the surrounding area.
